QUESTIONS FOR REFLECTION 
1) What stood out to you the most from the message on how “We are the 

Greatest Team”? 
2) What’s your favorite motivational sports movie and why? Any spiritual 

lessons in that movie? 
3) According to Ephesians 4:11-12, what is the job of church leaders? What is 

the job of every person in the church? What difference would it make in 
churches for leaders and people to function according to these roles and 
functions? 

4) Share about what ministries you have been part of at Forcey Bible Church. 
Why did you become involved in these ministries? How has God blessed 
you? Challenged you? Grown you? Grown others? 

5) According to Ephesians 4:12-13, what is the goal of the ministry of God’s 
people? How is this different from other goals we might have in ministry?

6) Read v. 14. Where have you seen this happen in churches? According to 
our text, what’s the best way to guard against this experience?

8) Read v. 16. What a beautiful and powerful picture of the body! What part 
are you currently playing in God’s work? Pray for each other as you seek to 
fulfill God’s work together!
