Not a peace-breaker.  Not a peace-faker. 
 

It’s worth it.   
1. God hates strife spreading. (Proverbs 6:16-19) 
2. Being a peacemaker proves you are the real deal. (Matthew 5:9; John 13:34-35) 
3. Being a peacemaker is a Gospel issue.  (Ephesians 4:1-3) 

 

You can do this.   
• There’s grace for this: Supernatural enabling grace.  (Hebrews 12:15; Romans 15:5-6) 

 

Here’s how. 
1. Overlook the small stuff.  (Proverbs 19:11) 
2. Respond gently.  (Proverbs 15:1) 
3. Get the log out: “I was wrong.  Will you forgive me?”  (Matthew 7:1-5) 
4. Let it go: “I forgive you.”  (Matthew 18:21-22, 33-35)   
5. Be reconciled.  (Matthew 5:21-26)
