and strength?

7. Is there something you are enduring right now that requires great perseverance? 

What can you believe by faith that will help you to persevere? 
8. Read Hebrews 11:39-40. Do you agree that we have more reasons for faith than 

the people of Hebrews 11? How should the reality of the cross impact and 
strengthen our faith? 

9. What is one decision you can make or direction you can take by faith today?  
10. Pray for one another to walk in these decisions and directions in the strength and 

grace of God.
